VI. Proposal Review and Processing Procedures

A. Review Commitee

A small commitee chaired by the Yellowstone Consortum Project Director and consistng of
faculty and non-faculty representatves from consortal members will review all proposals and
award funding on a rolling basis, within 30 days of the submission deadline.

B. Review Criteria
The following criteria will be used to evaluate the quality of all proposals.

1. Eligibility
The Review Commitee will determine eligibility and whether the request is appropriate for the
Yellowstone Consortum Program Development Grants for Internatonal Engagement.

2. Overall impact
Explain how the project outcomes will beneft the internatonalizaton of the individual unit and
campus. Detail how the project will support global engagement among the target audience.

3. Quality of the writen proposal
a. Proposals should be addressed to and comprehensible for a non-specialist audience.
Please clarify terminology and acronyms and minimize jargon.
b. The proposal should be complete and in the proper format. NOTE: The review
commitee will NOT review propA ill



B. Award Funds. The Ofce of Internatonal Studies at MSUB will coordinate with the
appropriate supervisory body on campus to transfer the funds according to the policies and
practces in place at the campus’ grants ofce.

D. Reportng Requirements

Grant recipients will be expected to submit a very brief fnal report indicatng that the project
has been successfully completed and funds awarded have been utlized. This should be done
within 30 days afer the completon of their project. This will allow OIS to fully account for the
funds allocated, awarded, and expended in support of these projects. A simple email will sufce
for this fnal report and should be sent to ois@msubillings.edu
